• I pray regularly with 	
    others. 
• I pray regularly for the     	
    church, the city, the poor 	
    and the persecuted. 
• I engage in spiritual    	
    disciplines like fasting, 	
    journaling, solitude,           	
    Sabbath, scripture 	
    memorization, etc. 
• I experience times of 	
    solitude to listen to God’s      	
    direction
• I connect with God in a        	
    powerful way through 	
    prayer, solitude and/or 	
    Scripture. 
• I am disciplined in my     	
    spiritual practices. 
• I regularly read the Bible 	
    to apply God’s teachings 	
    to my life. 

• Attending worship is a 	
    high priority (three out 
    of four Sundays).
• I expect to enter the 	
    presence of God when I 	
    worship. 
• I allow other Christians 
    to hold me accountable   	
    for my actions. 
• I regularly (three out of 	
    four weeks) attend a 	
    Growth Group. 
• I practice my faith every 	
    day of the week.

• I tithe 10% of my income 	
    to the church. 
• I recognize that God 	
    owns everything. 
• In addition to tithing 	
    10%, I try to manage the 	
    other 90% according to 	
    God’s principles.

• I feel equipped to lead a
    Growth Group or a 	
    ministry team at the 	
    church. 
• I believe God calls me 
    to be involved in the lives 
    of the poor and suffering. 
• I regularly serve in
    ministry using my 	
    spiritual gifts.
• I’ve participated in a 
    short-term local or    	
    international mission 	
    trip.

• I feel fully equipped to 	
    share my faith with 
    non-Christians. 
• I am comfortable sharing 	
    my faith in every aspect 	
    of my life.
